[image: image14.emf]Item For Newsletter   2011   THE OAK TREE     The tree by the Old School has been recently tidied up but is suffering  from fungal attacks and lack of water round its roots during the dry  summers of a few years ago. A common question  asked   is “how old is the  oak t ree?”     The present tree was planted on 2 nd   March 1893  the  report   in the Parish  magazine  is  as follows.     “ For some years the well known oak tree has been showing signs of  approaching decay and it was felt that the time could not be far distant  when this lan dmark of the past would be lost to us. It occurred to Mr.  William Turner that a young tree planted beside the old one might be  encouraged to grow and gradually take the latter’s place, and with great  kindness he presented the parish with a finely grown you ng tree. It was  planted with great ceremony. At its   root was laid a bottle with a paper  inside it recording the date &c.   and then the earth was duly shovelled in.  Every boy and girl in the school came out and had a turn with the  shovel.”     The old tree ,   whi ch was located in the modern day roadway,  was finally  felled on 7 th   June 1913 and was dragged into the field by the Church by a  traction engine to be sawn up. There are a number of pictures of the event   in the archives . In the Village Hall there is a pictu re of the old tree in a  frame made with wood from the tree itself.
